The club have run a large and varied series of events before, during and after the rugby world cup.  These include:
· A ‘family fun cricket match’ to attract local cricketers to the rugby club

· An U20s rugby match for the local school old boys to develop links with the club

· Club presence at the local agricultural show to promote the club in the local community and recruit players

· Club display in the local library window during the world cup

· Individuals and small groups actively recruiting in pubs and clubs in the local town centre

· Organised the Tug of War at the local fete and ran a stall – distributed Go Play Rugby materials as prizes and giveaways
The club have generated a much higher profile in the local area and also a lot of goodwill from other community groups which they feel will benefit them in the long run.  They have also changed their attitude to recruiting players by actively seeking them out and not just waiting for them to turn up.  They also thought carefully about how they could recruit for other roles in the club (coach, referee etc).  

The club have recruited about 15 players so far.  These have been the parents of junior players, players who have moved to the area from other regions and countries, former players of the club who have come back to play and youth players who are unable at present to play at the weekend because of work.
